We ask those wishing to earn this patch to
be members of the ADK and to have paddled,
since January I, 2001, on each of at least
forty-eight (48) different waterways: ten (10)
large lakes, twenty (20) small lakes & ponds,
and eighteen (18) rivers & streams. The
waterways to choose from (none of which
require paddling skills beyond Class | water)
are listed inside this brochure along with a
log to record your outings.
