What: The Northeastern Alpine Stewardship 
Gathering is an opportunity for alpine researchers, 
planners, managers, stewards, and interested parties to 
meet to share information and improve the

Every two years the gathering is organized and hosted by different organizations with the purpose 
of improving our knowledge and management of the Northeast’s alpine areas. The 2009 
Gathering is being hosted by the Adirondack High Peaks Summit Steward Program and held in 
Lake Placid, NY. The Adirondack High Peaks Summit Steward Program is a partnership of the 
Adirondack Mountain Club, the Adirondack Chapter of The Nature Conservancy, and the NYS 
Department of Environmental Conservation. 

 
The 2009 Gathering includes one day of exciting presentations related to the theme of Alpine 
Stewardship in a Changing Climate and a second day of diverse field trip options. Highlights include 
a Thursday pre-Gathering multimedia program by award-winning photographer Carl Heilman 
and special presentation Friday evening by author and educator Bill McKibben.
